Application Requirements
Applicants must submit a detailed plan that includes:
· Proposed dates and locations for the training camp
· A comprehensive training program
· Coaching Staff References
· A budget outlining funding needs
· Plans to support less experienced fencers
Evaluation Criteria
Applications will be evaluated based on the following criteria:
· Relevance to the program's focus on less experienced veteran fencers
· Quality and comprehensiveness of the training program
· Coaching Staff Qualifications
· Feasibility and clarity of the budget
· Training camp location
